PROJECT LOCATION MAP

The study limits extend approximately 3.5 miles from the intersection of Randall Road and County
Line Road (near the Algonguin Commons shopping center) to the intersection of Randall Road and
Ackman Road. The study area is located in the City of Crystal Lake, Village of Algonquin, and
Village of Lakein the Hills.
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PURPOSE OF THE MEETING

The purpose of the meeting isto:

Introduce the community to the project.

Provide residents, business owners, and other interested persons an opportunity to provide
comments to the project team.

Determine project context with public input and consensus.

Identify elements of the project purpose and need.

The project team realizes individuals living close to the project want to be informed of the possible
effects of the project on their homes and businesses. However, exact information is not available at this
stage of the planning process. More detailed information will be available at alater date so that input
from the stakehol ders/residents can be incorporated into the project.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Randall Road Improvements Study involves preparing a Phase | Report which focuses on
aternatives analysis and environmental evaluation. Potential impacts to the resources will be
considered. After an aternatives evaluation the design of the Preferred Alternative will be

modified to avoid and minimize impacts. If avoidance is not feasible, mitigation measures will
be identified.

Stakeholder Involvement is built into the Phase | Process. Through the expanded Public
Involvement Program for the Randall Road Improvements Study, there will be opportunities for
stakeholders to get involved and provide input throughout the entire Phase | Process.
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PROJECT SCHEDULE

This schedule is dependent on the project readiness (plan preparation and land acquisition) and the
availability of Phase Il, right-of-way acquisition, and Phase |11 funds.

Community Advisory Council (CAC)

A Community Advisory Council (CAC) has been established to act as aliaison between the public
and McHenry County. The purpose of the CAC is to ensure that community views are expressed
and recommendations are made in the best interest of the communities and other project
stakeholders. Membership on the CAC includes elected and appointed officials from McHenry
County and local municipalities (Algonquin, Crystal Lake, and Lake in the Hills), aswell as
representatives from local agencies and specia interest groups. Citizens are encouraged to direct
concerns and questions to the CAC throughout the duration of the project.
