Open Lands and Parks

Publicly owned lands that are managed as parks and
recreation lands, wildlife and waterfowl refuges, and
historical sites are protected under Section 4(f) of the
Department of Transportation Act of 1966.

Open lands and parks cannot be used for a transportation
project approved by the Federal Highway Administration
unless the regulations and guidance under Section 4(f) are
met.

Open lands and parks within the study area include:

Ken Carpenter Park
Richard Taylor Soccer Field
Multi-use paths

Avoidance:
Alternatives were designed to avoid open space and lands

Impossible to avoid due to the location of two parks opposite
each other and adjacent to Randall Road

Minimization:
Measures included to minimize impacts (i.e. alignment
change)

Mitigation:
Appropriate mitigation will be provided for impacts to open
lands and parks
